CONTINUATION REFERENDUM 

Voting Period Ends March 31, 2020 

To the California Cut Flower Producer Addressed: 

The California Cut Flower Commission Law (Law) requires that a continuation referendum 
be conducted every five years so that eligible producers can decide whether to continue 
the operations of the Cut Flower Commission (Commission). Accordingly, the California 
Department of Food and Agriculture (Department) is conducting an industry vote from 
March 2, 2020 through March 31, 2020. 

About the Commission 
The California Cut Flower Commission has been in existence since 1990. It conducts 
education, promotion, and research activities on behalf of the California cut flower 
industry. These activities are funded by a mandatory assessment levied on all eligible 
California cut flower producers. The Commission is guided by a board of directors 
consisting of California cut flower producers who have been elected by their fellow 
producers and who represent the various growing regions within the state. 

Voter Eligibility 
Under the Commission Law, a producer is defined as any person who grows flowers for 
market with production of at least $500,000 in gross value during the preceding marketing 
year.  The Commission’s records indicate that, based on your 2019 production levels, you 
are eligible to vote in this continuation referendum.

If you would like to participate in this referendum, please complete all applicable sections 
of the ballot and return it to the Department in the postage-paid return envelope.

To be valid your signed ballot must be postmarked, 
or otherwise received, by March 31, 2020.
